Dear families,

The School Year 2018/9 is
now well under way and we
have established routines
in a much bigger school.
Our intake was over 80 new
students and we are again
noticing the difference
with last year. The school
has a fuller feel, but better
organisational systems
and stronger teamwork
mean that it is running very
smoothly and calmly.

The aim of this Bulletin is to
share some of our priorities
this year.

We are now aiming to
consolidate good routines
and insist on punctuality,
tidiness of classrooms, good
personal organisation and
being ready to learn. Your
childin Primary or Secondary
has received a new School
Planner.

Forparents of studentsin ESO
and BAT/IB, you will probably
have heard that teachers
are being strict about
punctuality to classes and

that there are consequences.
It is important for children
to learn about individual
responsibility and to realise
that being on time is also a
matter of respect for others.

The EIC School Planner is
a very important tool for
your child. In Primary and
Secondary,They should
record homework and other
tasks, messages and other
information. It is also one
way to communicate with
your child’s tutor - ask the to
show a written message and
get it signed, for example.

The three themes are Human
Rights , Sustainability and
Being Considerate / Helpful
(“Good Manners”) and you
will find them in the Planner
- these themes permeate
the curriculum and the
school, inside and outside
the classroom, helping
our children to develop
as rounded, sociable and
thinkingcitizensof thefuture.
There are incorporated in the
new secondary “Lifeskills”
programme too.

We are a school which is
different, so we will soon be
celebrating  Grandparents
and Older People - please
talk about the activities
the children have been
doing (the younger classes
in particular), and we will
be pleased to see many in
school.

The Senior Student Council
has begun its meetings and
is electing new members
for the new year, having
played an important part
in school life last year, and
having initiated a number of
changes and improvements.
The level of debate is
impressively mature - we
should be proud.

Watch out for events in the
Calendar and put them in
your diary - Science Week
will be the next big one, so
contact the school or the
appropriate Club if you want
to participate.
